What is a tRademaRk?

A trademark is a word, a symbol, a design, a slogan, or even 
a distinctive sound that identifies and distinguishes the 
goods or services of one party from those of another.

All variances of names and visual representations of the  
University of California, Davis are considered UC Davis 
trademarks. The University owns these trademarks and  
carefully manages their commercial use.

UC Davis trademarks are the exclusive property of the  
Regents of the University of California. The marks include 
any trademark, service mark, name, logo, insignia, seal, 
design, or other symbol or device associated with or referring 
to UC Davis.

What is a tRademaRk license?

A trademark license is an agreement between the owner of  
a trademark (in this case, UC Davis) and a manufacturer 
whereby the trademark owner grants permission for their 
manufacturer to affix the trademark to its product or  
products.

What is the puRpOse OF a licensinG pROGRam?

The licensing program provides a way for UC Davis to assure 
that its trademarks appear only on high quality products with 
minimal liabilities to both UC Davis and purchasers. 

Trademark licensing creates a positive working relationship 
between the University and manufacturers of approved 
products to develop a stronger market for their products. In 
addition, UC Davis seeks opportunities to promote sales by 
informing the public of the licensed manufacturer’s support 
of the university’s scholastic and athletic programs.

WhO will need a license?

Any producer of products bearing any UC Davis marks must 
have a license before offering those goods for sale. This  
requirement applies whether the merchandise is to be sold  
at retail or is purchased for internal use by a University 
department.

The horse as a UC Davis symbol 

dates back to 1921 when the U.S. Army 

brought a stud Thoroughbred named  

Gunrock. Gunrock was the offspring of 

English Triple Crown winner Rock Sand 

and race mare Gunfire, which gave 

him bloodlines similar to the legendary 

racehorse Man O’ War. He was brought 

to campus to supply high-quality stock for 

the cavalry. Aggie students chose for their 

mascot a mustang to honor Gunrock’s 

fame. The Aggie Nickname, too, was 

informally adopted in the 1920s.
